Under the PARENT PORTAL section you can:  

Å Complete Your Studentôs Health Form  This must be done before 
your student attends camp.  
Å Make Payments to Your Account  Balance is due two weeks prior 
to the start of camp.  
Å Email Your Camper You can communicate with your student while 
they are at camp by sending them an encouraging email.  Each day, the 
Allaso Ranch Staff will deliver all packages, notes, letters and emails (each 

email costs $0.75).  
Å View Pictures We will capture the greatest moments at camp on 
film and place them on the website for you to view daily!  T hese photos 
will also be available for purchase.  
Å Add Camp Cash You can control how much your student spends at 
the Camp Store. You will be able to add more cash to their account if you 
notice they are running a little low.  Please  note that when you add 
additional funds to your studentôs account, it takes 24 hours before your 
student can use them.

Balances must be paid in full no later than two weeks 
prior to the start of your studentôs camp session.  

Activity Release Forms, Behavior Waivers, and Health Forms 
must all be completed and electronically signed online 

through the website. We do not require any paper forms to 
be turned in to our staff.  
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If you would like to send your student a letter or package  
while they are at camp, simply send it to the address below. 
Be sure to include your studentôs name and which week of 

camp they are attending on the item being sent. Items

Flashlight Camera (inexpensive)  

Underwear/Pajamas Lightweight Jacket/Sweatshirt  

Lightweight Tote Bag/Backpack Umbrella/Rain Poncho (to 

carry items around camp)  

*Fingertip length **Modest swimsuit.  Girls may bring a 

tankini or one piece  swimsuit. If you only have a bikini, you 

must bring a dark  colored shirt to wear over it that is long 

enough to cover  both top and bottom. ***Shoes are to be 

worn at all times except when swimming.  

PLEASE DO NOT BRING THE FOLLOWING ITEMS  
You are not allowed to bring or have the following items at camp:   

 1. Alcoholic beverages, tobacco products or drugs.  
 2. Fireworks, knives, weapons, firearms, balloons or balloon launchers.  
 3. TVôs, portable video games, cell phones, iPods, MP3 players, CD players.  

Due to the importance of safety within our student ministry, we will 

always take precautionary safety measures in order to make sure 

that every participant has the best experience during this incredible 

week. Upon arrival the first thing leaders will do is  inspect every 

studentôs luggage for firearms or any other item that would break any 

of the rules.  

Please note ðany infraction of a major rule will result in the student 

being sent home at the parentôs expense.  We will do everything 

within our power to en sure your student is provided for and kept safe.  
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Mountain Bike Riding  

Ride through the twists and turns around Allaso Ranch for an 
exciting time. Bikes are available for checkout at the bike barn 
near the softball field. This activity requires closed-toe shoes.  

Zip Lines and Ropes Challenge Course Soar through the air on Allaso 

Ranchôs 60- foot Zip Lines, or take a team challenge on the ropes course. These 

activities require closed-toe shoes.  

 

 

Equestrian Center  

Saddle up for an adventurous ride or hang around for a ropinô good 

time at Allaso Ranchôs Equestrian Center.  This activity requires long 

pants and closed-toe shoes.  

Sports Fields (Football, Basketball, Kickball, Soccer &  

Softball)  

Get your game face on for a competition unlike any other!  Itôs  
your team versus theirs in friendly sports competition.    

Paintball  

Ready, Aim, Fire!  Meet your match and take your chances with some friendly 

fire on the Paintball Course.  One game of paintball is included in registration. 

An ammunition coupon is required for additional games and available for 

purchase at the Camp Store and Swim Center Cabana.  Ammunition is $5 for 

200 rounds, which you can deduct from your Camp Cash account.  

Water Front Activities (Canoes, Kayaks, Paddleboats, Water Blob and  

Beach Volleyball) Meet us on the water to explore Allaso Ranch Lake!  Boats are 

available for check-out on the North side of the Worship Center.  The Blob and 

Beach Volleyball are located near the base of the Zip Line tower just across the 

dam.  

Frisbee Golf  

Compete individually in a fun game of Frisbee Golf!  Course maps 

and Frisbees are available for check-out at the Camp Store and 

Swim Center Cabana.  

Nature Trails  

Delight in the natural beauty of East Texas!  There are 
several different trails around Allaso Ranch for you to explore.  

Water Park and Swim Center  

It will take all week to experience everything the water park has to o ffer, 

including a swimming pool, lazy river, water slides, splash pool and water 

volleyball. Swim tests are required and will be held on the first day of camp.   
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Each camper will receive a departure packet in the mail.  This packet will 
include a departure packet letter, luggage tags, a car rearview mirror tag 
and other valuable information regarding your drop off.  Please make 
sure that you check your mail  prior to arriving at camp.  

Your studentôs luggage tag will have the Village 
Number and Cabin Name for the delivery of their 
luggage. Please make sure the tags are attached to 
each piece of their appropriately sized luggage.    

In order to store all the l uggage within each 
cabin, it is required that luggage be no taller 
that 12 inches packed.  The beds stand exactly 
12.1 inches off the ground. Anything above 12 
inches will not fit. Your student may bring one 
piece of luggage, one small carry-on bag and 
one bag for their bedding. We recommend 
placing pillows, blankets, sheets and sleeping 
bag in a large trash bag.  

 

 

When you arrive at Allaso Ranch, please make sure that you keep the 
following items with you:  

Å ANY medication that the camper has brought with them sh ould be in a 
separate Zip-Lock bag with the camperôs name written on it.  
Å Bathing suit and towel. Campers will be required to take a swim test 
upon arrival at camp, and they will not go to their cabins until it is completed.  
Å Your studentôs VIP Pass and other registration information from the 
departure packet.  

All campers will receive a personalized camp NAME TAG upon check-in. 
Campers must keep their name tag with them at all times, as it will identify 
them to staff and vol unteers.  It also includes the camp schedule on the 
back.  
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We have a fantastic Health Center at Allaso Ranch where medical staff 
members are on duty 24 hours a day. In order to ensure the best quality 
care for your student, please read the following requirements:  

Å Please place all medications (in their original containers) in a gallon size 
Zip-Lock bag. In addition, please include a photo of your student with the 
medication.  Finally, write your studentôs name on the front of the bag with a 
permanent marker.  
Å  
ᵼ All medications must be checked in at the Health Center upon arrival.  

 In order to avoid any confusion, we ask that you do not pack 
your studentôs medications in their luggage. Please carry the 
meds with you to check-in where you will be directed to the Health 
Center to drop them off.  
Å All medications must be in their original containers, with 
legible prescription information (the label with the studentôs name, 
medication name, doctorôs name, medication strength and how often to 
take it) on the bottle.  
Å Please bring one weekôs supply of medication instead of the 
entire prescription.  
Å As a general rule, no medications (prescription or 
over-the-counter) may be kept with your student. The exceptions to 
this are rescue inhalers for asthma, epi-pens for severe allergic 
reactions and emergency seizure medications. These medications must 
still be brought to the Health Center, documented and then returned to 
your student or their trainer.  
Å Vitamins are treated in the same way as medications and must 
include documentation from a doctor for medical necessity and dosage 
and must come in the original containers.  
Å Medications in unmarked containers cannot be accepted.  
Å Improperly labeled medications cannot be dispensed until the 
parent presents a prescription from the camperôs physician. This 
prescription may be faxed to the Camp Office 903-769-4729.  
Å The above rules apply to anyone who is in a cabin. Trainers 
and general volunteers will also turn in their medications to the Health 
Center.  
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From DFW Airport Take 635 East to 
US Hwy 80 East  

Stay on US Hwy 80 toward Terrell & Mineola  

After passing through Mineola  you will 
travel approximately 13 miles.    

Turn left onto CR 2869 
(picture below).  

 

Go approximately 2 -3 miles and turn left onto 3849.  

 

Follow 3849 to the Allaso Ranch entrance.  
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Partnering Together for a Fun -Filled Camp Experience  

FC Student Camp at Allaso Ranch is an incredible time where students can 

feel safe, meet new friends and learn about God. Often, for many students, 

camp is the first time to be away from home for any period of time. Our 

staff and volunteers are trained and equipped to face all typ es of situations 

that arise at camp, and we want to partner with you by sharing some 

helpful tips to prepare you and your student for a fun week at camp!  

Before Camp  

Å Talk with your student about the things that will happen at camp. Build 
excitement around the activities they will participate in.  Share the camp 
schedule with them to help them know what to expect.    
Å If your student has requested a specific roommate, arrange for them to 
spend time together before camp.  
Å Pack for camp together!  Let your student help you pack or let them 
pack themselves. This way they know what they are packing.  

During Camp  

Å Pray for your child daily that they will learn about who God is and how 
the character qualities they learn about  this week will help them to be more like 
Him.  
Å Utilize your Parent Login!   
Å Customize Care Packages After you check your student in and say your 
good byes you can stop by the Camp Store and purchase an Allaso Ranch Care 
Package. Each package comes with a one of a kind Road Trip t-shirt, Road Trip 
playing cards, water bottle, finger light, rubber bracelet and color watch in your 
studentôs team color.  These will be delivered to your student on Wednesday.  

After Camp  

Å Talk to them about their camp experience! What did they learn about?   
What was their favorite moment/activity? How did God change their life at camp?  
Å Look through the pictures on the website together to spark more 
conversations about their experience at camp.  

Handling Homesickness  

Some ideas on how you can help your student deal with homesickness:  
Å Encourage your studentôs independence throughout the year.  
Å Discuss what camp will be like before your student leaves.  
Å Send a note or care package ahead of time to arrive the first day of 
camp.  
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GENERAL  
1 No food or drinks (except those provided by the camp) are allowed on 
the camp grounds or in the cabins.  
2 Obey leaders without question or hesitation .  
3 Your trainer must always know where you are.  
4 Never go anywhere by yourself.  Students will always stay with their 
groups.  
5 Never leave camp or the designated boundaries for any reason.  
6 Encourage others and be respectful (cut downs, profanity, criticism, and 
negative comments are not allowed).   
7 Students are not allowed to participate in any of the following: body 
piercing, permanent tattooing or haircuts.  

CABINS  
1 Absolutely no one is allowed out of his or her assigned cabin after 
curfew.  
2 Keep your room clean.  
3 No rough play is allowed. You  are financially responsible for any 
damage to the camp or cabins.  
4 Guys may not enter girlsô cabins and girls may not enter guysô cabins. 
NO EXCEPTIONS.  
5 Shoes are not allowed in the cabins; they will be left outside the cabin 
door. Please bring house shoes or flip flops for use inside the cabins.  

ACTIVITIES  
1 Students are to be on time and participate in all activities.  Read your 
schedule and listen to announcements for exact times.  
2 Do not throw or push anyone into the pool, lazy river or lake.    
3 You may swim in the pool, lazy river or lake only when the re are 
lifeguards on duty. A swim test is required before entering the water for the first 
time.  
4 All activities are included in the price of camp. The only exception is the 
paintball. One game of paintball is included in registration. An ammunition coup on 
is required for additional games and available for purchase at the Camp Store and 
Swim Center Cabana.  The cost for ammunition is $5 for 200 rounds, and you 
can deduct this from your camp cash account. Please wear old clothes that can 
get paint on them. Goggles, markers and equipment will be provided (please do 
not bring your own equipment).  
5 If you are participating in horseback riding, it is required that you wear 
long pants and closed-toe shoes.  
6 We encourage all parents to monitor their students camp cash account 
on a regular basis while their students are at camp.  
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Parents, did you think we were going to take your st udents away for a 
week and not let them do their chores?  One of the focuses with Allaso 
Ranch is to equip campers in the area of responsibility.  Each camper 
will have tasks they must complete each day in order for camp to 
function the way itôs intended. These will be simple tasks that campers 

will share all week.  Some of the tasks will include:  

1 Dining Hall Duty: Assisting with setting, serving and clearing the 
dining tables at each meal.  
2 Wet Swim Suit Duty: Helping to hang wet swim suits on a dry l ine 
outside the cabin, so they are not left damp and mildewing inside the cabins.  
3 Bathroom Clean-Up: Help with cleaning the bathroom.  
4 Interior and Exterior Sweeping: Sweeping indoor floors and outdoor 
decks.  
5 Cabin Clean-Up: Clean-up in cabin bunkrooms and common areas.  
6 Trash Duty and Lost and Found: Empty trash in bunk room and 
bathroom and replace trash bags; place all unclaimed clothing, shoes and 

hats in lost and found box.
